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CHILDREN’S CHORUS AUDITIONS SET FOR May 18 & 19

Wayne Center for the Arts Children’s Chorus will hold auditions for the 2009-2010 Children’s Chorus season on Monday, May 18 and Tuesday, May 19. at the Wayne Center for the Arts.   The auditions are held for children going into grades 2 – 9 who are interested in participating in the chorus during the coming school year.  

The Wayne Center for the Arts Children’s Chorus, in partnership with Tri-County Educational Service Center, provides a progressive choral experience dedicated to the achievement of excellence in choral expression for children in the greater Wayne County area. Children’s Chorus is comprised of students in second through ninth grades who are divided into three choruses based upon age and ability.  The Chorus program runs from mid-September to early May.  

According to Gary DeVault, General Manager for the Chorus, “Young singers have the opportunity to learn and increase their vocal skills, to be exposed to great music literature, and to perform several concerts for the community.”

The music curriculum for each of the choruses includes quality choral music representative of many historical and stylistic periods, including art songs, folk songs, multi-cultural songs, sacred and secular songs.  One chorus member recently stated, “I love chorus because the instructors teach us how to sing in a fun way.  We also learn discipline, pronunciation of words, singing scales, good posture as well as interesting songs for performance!”

Students currently in first or second grade can schedule an audition between 4:45 & 5:40 on the 18th, and between 6:30 and 7:15 on the 19th.
