Wayne Center for the Arts Children’s Chorus, in partnership with Tri-County Educational Service Center, will present its annual Spring Concert on Sunday, May 3, 2009 at 2:30 p.m. at Wooster High School Performing Arts Center.

Opening the concert will be the Cantáre Choir, the entry level choir for grades two and three, directed by Judy Schlabach, with accompanist Megan Routh.  The choir will begin with a performance of “Pop Bottle Hoe Down,” by Linda Spevacek, where the choir members coordinate their body motions with their voices.  Next, the choir will perform “Nursery Rhyme Nonsense,” “Lausamus Te,” and “Fairest Lady.” They will end with an energetic selection reminiscent of a twenties flapper-type dance,, “The Banjo’s Back in Town.” 

Performing second will be the Cantabile Chorus, the apprentice choir made up of students in grades four through nine and directed by Suzanne Feltner, with Geoffrey Zimmerly as assistant director/accompanist.  Members will perform “Gloria Deo,” a a piece that celebrates the gift of music;  “I Love It When,” a beautiful piece celebrating nature; “Boats Sail on the Rivers,” by Mark Patterson,based on a poem by the British poet Christina Rosetti; and “Lookaburra,” the familiar Australian round.  The choir will complete their segment of the program with the traditional American hymn “Amazing Grace.”
The Bel Canto Choir, the advanced choir made up of students in grades four through nine, is directed by Toni Arnold Shreve, with assistant director Elizabeth Nevola. The choir will perform John Leavittr’s “Festival Sanctus,” and a second work set to the text of Song of Solomon 8:6, written by Rene Clausen.  The choir will also sing “Reel a’ Bouche,” Homeward Bound,” and RJames Papoulis’ “Give Us Hope.” 

For the concert finale, members of all three choirs will join voices to sing “Jubilate Deo” and “This Shall Be for Music.”
According to Gary DeVault, fine arts consultant for the Tri-County Educational Service Center and general manager of the Children’s Chorus, the program provides a progressive choral music experience dedicated to the achievement of excellence in choral expression for children with unchanged voices in the Tri-County area. The Chorus also benefits from the support of First Presbyterian Church, Wooster, which provides weekly rehearsal space for the Cantáre and Cantabile Choruses.
