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WAYNE CENTER FOR THE ARTS CHILDREN’S CHORUS PRESENTS WINTER CONCERT JANUARY 25

Wayne Center for the Arts Children’s Chorus, in partnership with Tri-County Educational Service Center, will present its annual Winter Concert on Sunday, January 25, 2009 at 2:30 p.m. at Wooster High School Performing Arts Center.

Opening the concert will be the Cantáre Choir, the entry level choir for grades two and three, directed by Judy Schlabach, with accompanist Megan Routh.  The choir will begin with a performance of “A Little Mozart,” a clever piece arranged by Linda Spevacek-Avery using a Mozart melody to illuminate the letters of the alphabet.  Next, the choir will perform “Dormi, Dormi,” “Once Upon a December,” and “A Star.” They will end with a song of hope entitled, “Share a Dream.” 

Performing second will be the Cantabile Chorus, the apprentice choir made up of students in grades four through nine and directed by Suzanne Feltner, with Geoffrey Zimmerly as assistant director/accompanist.  Members will perform “Sing We and Chant It,” a Renaissance English madrigal;  “The Irish Rover,” a traditional sea chantey; and “The Fog,” a musical setting of the poem by Carl Sandburg..  The choir will complete their segment of the program with the traditional freedom song, “Woke Up This Morning,” and “Light the Candle of Peace.”. 

The Bel Canto Choir, the advanced choir made up of students in grades four through nine, is directed by Toni Arnold Shreve, with assistant director Elizabeth Nevola. The choir will perform Hans Leo Hassler’s “Sing Dem Herm,” and a second work set to the text of Psalm 150, written by Emani Agular.  The choir will also sing “Resonet in Laudibus,” Hashivenu,” and a musical setting of Robert Frost’s “stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening.”. 

For the concert finale, members of all three choirs will join voices to sing “Shalom Chaverim,” an Israeli folk song which speaks to the desire of everyone to have peace in their life.
According to Gary DeVault, fine arts consultant for the Tri-County Educational Service Center and general manager of the Children’s Chorus, the program provides a progressive choral music experience dedicated to the achievement of excellence in choral expression for children with unchanged voices in the Tri-County area. The chorus also benefits from the support of First Presbyterian Church, Wooster, which provides weekly rehearsal space for the Cantáre and Cantabile Choruses.  

“The Children’s Chorus is one of the Wayne Center’s signature programs,” said Robb Hyde, executive director at Wayne Center for the Arts. “One of the true joys of my first months here in Wooster has been hearing their voices waft through the Wayne Center each Monday evening.”
