The Medina County Art League (MCAL) was started in 1958 and was incorporated in 1973. Art in the Park is a one day, MCAL sponsored, nationally acknowledged juried art fair that has been held on the square in downtown Medina, on the 3rd Sunday in July, for the last 34 years.

The MCAL monthly  meetings feature artist programs presented to members and guests. Annually the league presents scholarships to high school seniors from Medina County that plan to further their education in the arts. Their work is showcased at the Medina High Schools’ Visual Art Festival High School Senior show held at Medina General Hospital Condos and where the scholarships are presented to the winners. 

The Annual Aquarius Exhibition, held in February at the Western Reserve Masonic Community since 2005, showcases artwork created by league members, and presents them with juried awards. Annually there are seven Western Reserve Bank Shows, each show exhibiting work for two months, consisting of work by 3 to 6 MCAL artists.
Many members teach art classes at Wadsworth Center for Older Adults, Western Reserve Masonic Community, Summerville at Camelot, the Inn of Medina. 2007 and 2008 the Medina County Art League, in partnership with the Medina County Arts Council, has hosted the Medina County Visual Artists Studio Tour, the first Sunday of May. The tour consists of five locations where artists open their studios to the public as well as 6 to 9 local artists demonstrating their work at the Drake Center for the Arts where the tour begins.

The club also sponsors and has participated in Artist Workshops, Painting Groups, Day trips to artist studios & galleries, Lodi Hospital Exhibits, Home & Garden Shows, to name a few.

The Wayne Center for the arts is located in the historic Walnut Street School at 237 South Walnut Street in Wooster, Ohio. Admission to the Wayne Center is free. Donations are welcome. Center hours are Monday: 12 Noon to 9 pm; Tuesday-Wednesday.-Thursday: 9 am to 9 pm; Friday: 9 am – 7 pm, and Saturday: 9 am – 2 pm.
