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Summer Camp and Exhibit Takes Wayne Center Out of This World 
For the next two weeks, the Wayne Center for the Arts will take young arts and other visitors to the Moon, Mars and beyond with two summer art camps and a new exhibition. “Explore the Universe” camp takes place July 20 – 24 with two dozen elementary-aged children attending and the “Outer Space Adventure” camp will run July 27-31 for 3 to 6 year olds. Both groups, and the general public, will be able to visit the exhibit “Exploring Space” on the Wayne Center’s second floor.
“Exploring Space – The Moon, Mars and Beyond” is an exhibit of educational models, artifacts and displays from NASA’s John H. Glenn Research Center in Cleveland. Among the fourteen spacecraft and aircraft models are the X-15, the Space Shuttle and the new Ares / Orion rocket and capsule which will begin flying in 2014. Artifacts include a rocket engine and an actual thermal tile from the Space Shuttle. Informational displays examine the exploration of Mars, the effects of microgravity and Apollo 13. The exhibit is free and open to the public. 
“Explore the Universe” campers will learn about astronauts, space shuttles, comets, stars, nebulas and constellations as they create works of art inspired by the final frontier. Projects will include telescopes, space shuttles, clay chimes, clay aliens, and pendulum and splatter paintings.  Campers will listen to Classical music inspired by space, such as Gustav Holst’s The Planets.  Campers will also learn about and view Vincent Van Gogh’s painting, Starry Night, and Ansel Adam’s beautiful photography featuring the moon as well as other artists’ and photographers’ works of art which capture the beauty and mystery of outer space. “Outer Space Adventure” campers will also learn about astronauts, space shuttles, comets, stars and planets as they create out of this world works of art. Their projects will include telescopes, space shuttles, clay mobiles, flying saucers, and silly aliens.  
A special nod of thanks goes to former Wayne Center Executive Director Bill Buckingham who helped make the “Exploring Space” exhibit possible in his current role as Exhibits Manager for the NASA Glenn Research Center. The exhibit is open during the Wayne Center’s regular hours: Monday – Thursday – Friday – 9 am – 6 pm, Tuesday and Wednesday – 9 am – 9 pm and Saturday 9 am – 2 pm.  The exhibit will close on Saturday, August 1. The public is strongly encouraged to enjoy the exhibit as a part of the Community Commons Block Party that day that the Wayne Center is hosting along with the United Way, Red Cross, Wayne County Public Library Main Branch and the Wayne County Health Department. Many hands-on activities, displays, entertainment, art demonstrations and free food will be available in the groups’ shared parking areas on South Street.
