Judges for the contest are Steve Shapiro, local businessman and photographer, and M. J. Albacete, Executive Director of the Canton Museum of Art.
 “We are extremely excited to more closely engage local youth and young adults with the Center and its mission in this exciting way, and to give them a forum in which to exhibit their artistic talents,” said Robb Hyde, Executive Director for the Wayne Center for the Arts. “The Center wants to provide a local venue where school-age youth and young adults can compete in the artistic medium of photography. We are hoping to see lots of great entries for the 2010 Wayne Center for the Arts Photography Contest coming in soon.”

This sentiment was echoed by Sofie Dittmann, a local fine arts photographer, who is a major sponsor and chairperson of the inaugural contest. “This event seemed to be a perfect way to engage local youth in a medium that has so many possibilities beyond just taking snapshots while you’re on vacation.”
