Woodturners Receive Awards at Wayne Center Exhibit
Wayne Center for the Arts, in collaboration with the North Coast Woodturners (NCWT) and the Buckeye Woodworkers & Woodturners (BWWT) clubs recently presented awards to over a dozen Ohio artists at the second annual juried Woodturning Competition and Exhibit. The winning selections, along with over eighty other pieces are on display at Wayne Center for the Arts, located at 237 S. Walnut St., Wooster, OH. The exhibition also highlights the work of three featured artists and a collection of exotic wood saucers from the Ohio Agricultural Research & Development Center. The exhibit runs through August 26, 2009.
Awards in six categories—Platters, Vessels, Bowls, Boxes and Lidded Containers, Spindle Turnings, Segmented Turnings, and Sculpture/Miscellaneous—were presented at a ceremony held July 9 at the Wayne Center. Additionally, the Best of Show honor was presented to Richard Avram for his walnut ash and maple segmented turning. Ray Muniak was first runner up for his sycamore sculptured bowl and second runner up went to Larry McCardel for his paaka wood platter. (The list of all winners appears below)
Three woodturners—King Heiple, George Raeder and Mohhamad Youseffi—are featured in a complementary exhibition in the Wayne Center’s Gault Gallery. Each artist selected at least fifteen of their best work for this show. Each made a brief presentation at the ceremony on July 9th. 
Woodturning has a long history, beginning with the Egyptians who invented a two-person lathe around 1300 BC. The basic principles of woodturning have remained much the same after three millennia, but over the last two centuries, mechanization, motorization and computerization have dramatically changed the nature of production woodturning. In the last several decades, individuals celebrating the art and craft of woodturning have brought forth a renewed appreciation for the beauty of wood. Groups such as the Buckeye and Northcoast Woodturners meet together to share their techniques and experience.
“The opportunity to build the Wayne Center’s reputation for showcasing the arts of the heartland has made the addition of this new annual show important to our exhibition schedule,” says WCA Executive Director, Robb Hyde.
